There were three members of the public present at the meeting and the following comments were made:
· Mr C LeVay Chairman of the Allotment Association asked when a sign regarding the issues of dogs being kept on a lead and dog fouling would be placed on the Allotment site. Chairman Mrs Falkingham explained that the dog warden had been contacted and that she is arranging for a sign to be positioned on the site.
· Mr LeVay also explained that the water supply to the Allotment site had been interrupted recently and that even when the water is running smoothly the supply is insufficient for the current number of tenants and plots. Mr LeVay asked if the Council would investigate why the water supply is interrupted and why it is switched off at times. He also asked if a second tank could be placed on the site at the position of the other tap and for both tanks to be uncovered. The present tank is covered to reduce evaporation in hot weather. It was queried whether it was possible to have more taps off the current water supply pipe and whether Wessex Water could be contacted regarding the provision of mains water supply to the site. Mr LeVay confirmed that the Allotment Association plans to place a bore hole on the site in the future. Chairman Mrs Falkingham explained that grants for community projects can be applied for from the Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty (AONB) team and positioning a bore hole may be a project that would be considered.
· Mr D Chaffey informed Council that he had started to clear his Allotment (No.28) and had plants growing to be placed on the plot. He requested Council retract the decision (made at the Parish Council meeting held on 1 April 2010) to terminate his tenancy and allow him to continue renting the plot. Cllr. Charman asked if half a plot or a mini plot would be more manageable for him to maintain but Mr Chaffey said he wished to continue renting the whole plot.
Any Other Business raised by Councillors:
· Cllr. Charman commented that the roads in the Parish had been cleaned by West Dorset District Council and that this work once again commenced early in the morning before many parked vehicles had been moved. Clerk confirmed that she had received no notice of the work. District Cllr. Patmore to be contacted regarding the matter.
· Cllr. Pritchard questioned who was responsible for cutting the grass on the bank at Neils View.
