· The Green, Harveys Close – details of proposed work. The proposed work was discussed and the corporate view of the Parish Council is:

a) 6 and 7 are suitable trees appropriately positioned.

b) 4 is unlikely to thrive if positioned where shown but would be OK if planted in place of 2.

c) 2 and 3 are unlikely to do well on this site.

d) 5 is likely to be too large in time, suggest replacing with Fraxinus oxycarpa Raywood (with good Autumn colour).

e) A low (toddler and dog proof) fence was originally requested. This is to stop young children running straight onto the road and to prevent dogs straying onto The Green.

f) Benches were originally discussed and requested.
· 1/D/10/000233 8 Newton Road – Two storey and single storey extensions. This application was discussed and the corporate view of the Parish Council is it objects to this application which is out of scale with the present situation. The single rear extension is excessively long and likely to have an adverse effect on No. 7 (adjacent property). 
· 1/D/10/000457 Listed Building Consent Dairy Cottage, Cruxton Lane – Alter porch. This application was discussed and the corporate view of the Parish Council is that it has no objections.
· 1/D/09/002008 Listed Building Consent The Railway Station – Install 2 wall mounted Public Assistance Help Points. Council informed application withdrawn on 29/03/2010.
· 1/D/09/000427 Greenford Farm – New farmhouse and double garage. Council informed that planning permission was refused on 23/03/2010.
