There were 12 members of the public present at the meeting. Mr J Foy from Dorset County Council attended the meeting and the proposals for traffic management on the A356 were discussed. The following 3 proposals were considered the most urgent and of equal priority:
1. Installation of a footpath along Crewkerne Road at Frome Vauchurch.

2. Extension of the footpath along Dorchester Road outside No(s) 40, 42 and 44.
3. Improvements to the junction at Chifrome Lane and Dorchester Road.

These proposals were considered equal priority to ensure pedestrian safety. County Cllr. Mrs Haynes said they would meet the proposal in the Parish Plan to provide a safe pedestrian route through the adjoining Parishes. It was questioned whether a 20mph speed restriction could be introduced but Mr Foy thought this would be unlikely for this project for cost and time reasons. Mr Foy said he would investigate the cost of the 3 proposals and discuss his findings with the Parish Council. It will then be decided what work is to be carried out. Mr Foy confirmed that the entrances to the Parishes would be developed and that white lines in the centre of Dorchester Road and some unnecessary signs would be removed as these would not be costly pieces of work.
Safety concerns that the Beaminster School bus now picks up secondary school children at 2 points along Dorchester Road where there is no pavement was discussed. Council were informed that the bus has stopped picking up children in Frome View since half term. Beaminster School and Dorset County Council to be contacted regarding this safety issue.

The letter received by Mr and Mrs Parks from Maiden Newton Parish Council regarding the condition of their Allotment No(s) 29 and 30 was discussed. Mr and Mrs Parks agreed to make clearer/widen the entrance of the track way and explained their plans to plant more fruit trees/bushes to increase the area of their allotments that is cultivated. 
Any Other Business raised by Councillors:
· Chairman Mrs Falkingham explained that 7 out of the 8 households in Greenford View now had gates onto the Playing Field and thanked Cllr. Pritchard for collecting the licence fees.

· Council agreed that initially Mr Chaffey carried out some work to meet the conditions of his Tenancy Agreement but no further progress has been made. Cllr Pritchard proposed, Cllr Mrs Johns seconded and Council agreed that Mr Chaffey should be given a month notice to leave Allotment No. 28 as the following point of the Tenancy Agreement has not been adhered to: Point 5 (a) The Allotment Garden shall be kept in a clean, decent and good condition and properly cultivated. Clerk to inform the tenant, Mr D Chaffey and request that he clears the allotment within the next 30 days.
· The track way across the allotment site to be measured and reinstated at the width detailed on the deeds.

· Chairman Mrs Falkingham reported that Mr D Wright had informed her the work on the track under the railway bridge will be completed on 26/07/2010

· Maiden Newton Allotment Association provided Council with a detailed plan of water pipes and taps to be installed (when the ground is not so hard) to provide water from the new mobile tank across the Allotment site.
