Mr J Foy, Dorset County Council, attended the meeting to give a presentation on the proposals for traffic management on the A356. He outlined the detailed designs proposed, which included:
· The formation of a continuous footpath, along the A356, through Maiden Newton and Frome Vauchurch.

· A disabled parking place outside ‘The Stores’ in Church Road.

· Gateways (Dorset field gates) installed at the far end of Maiden Newton and Frome Vauchurch as vehicles enter the Parishes along the A356.

· A mini roundabout at the junction of Chilfrome Lane and the A356 and the formation of a pavement where pupils waiting for the school bus can stand.
Mr Foy explained that he hoped the work would be carried out in March 2011.

A request was made to rent a piece of the grazing land on the Allotment site to keep pigs which the Council is to consider.

Any Other Business raised by Councillors:

· Cllr. Pritchard reported the street light in Dorchester Road was still not working. Clerk to contact Signpost again regarding this matter.
· Cllr. Pritchard asked if there was any progress towards installing the parking bay in Newton Road. Clerk to investigate latest situation.
· Cllr. Pritchard advised notices should be displayed on footpaths crossing fields which have a bull in it. Clerk to forward to County Cllr. Mrs J Haynes email and information received from Ms Jill Exon, Rights of Way Officer at Dorset County Council regarding the bull that was loose in a field that is crossed by footpaths No.13 and No.29.
