· Cllr House informed Council that the work to clear vegetation from the grazing land has not yet started.
· Further to the request Maiden Newton Parish Council received last month for people to keep pigs on the allotment site Cllr. Charman reported he had investigated the matter. If Maiden Newton Parish Council were to agree the animals would need to be registered in the name of the Parish Council (who own the land) and Dorset County Council would need to be informed. Before animals such as pigs could be kept on the allotments Maiden Newton Parish Council (as owners of the land would need to obtain a County Parish Holding number from the Rural Payment Agency – this number can then be used by the owners of the livestock for livestock movement purposes etc.). Those wanting to keep the pigs will need to register with Defra. Cllr. House to confirm with the tenants who made the request that grazing land is not currently available and advise they speak to the Allotment Association regarding any space they may have for pigs to be kept.
