	Chairman’s Report:

· Chairman Mrs Falkingham informed Council that she had contacted Mr N Hamer Area Highways Manager Dorset County Council following receipt of his letter Re: Work on the A356 at Coombeside, Maiden Newton as to when the gully will be cleaned.

· Chairman Mrs Falkingham explained that the water in the Mill Leat needs to be checked to ensure the level is adequate to allow water to be pumped to the allotments but that this cannot be checked safely until the weather has improved. 
· Chairman Mrs Falkingham confirmed that she was chasing Dorset County Council about the awaited signpost in Cattistock Road.
· Chairman Mrs Falkingham explained that she had been informed by Mr Ken Bodicombe Magna Housing Association that they were waiting for one more quote to carry out parking bay work in Newton Road and confirmed that Magna Housing Northern Tenants Association has agreed funding by 31/03/2010.
· Chairman Mrs Falkingham informed Council that she has received requests for the provision of five grit bins - 1 in Stanstead Road, 1 along Norden Lane, 1 in Newton Road, 1 in Frome View and 1 in Hill View. Council agreed cost of bins to be investigated and sites to place bins identified. Magna Housing Association to be contacted regarding sites in Newton Road, Frome View and Hill View. District Cllr. Patmore suggested bags of grit be purchased and given to named individuals in each street as a temporary measure.

	Fire Engine Pump House:

· An update report received from Mr A Elliot was considered by Cllr. Charman, Parish Council Representative for the Fire Engine Pump House. Cllr. Charman informed the Parish Council that he thought that point 1. ‘Generally a minimum term for the lease must be 10 years for a grant to be considered’, point 2. ‘Leases with break clauses will not be considered for lottery funding’ and point 3. ‘Leases with forfeiture or insolvency clause will not be considered for lottery funding’ were incorrect and that grants or lottery funding may be considered. Cllr Charman proposed, Chairman Mrs Falkingham seconded and Council agreed that the current terms of the lease should remain unchanged. 
· Council also agreed Clerk should contact Mr Elliot when the rent is due and that an updated report about the Fire Engine Pump House should be received at the end of February
