· Chairman Mrs Falkingham and District County Cllr Mrs Haynes explained the proposed plans for Maiden Newton play areas agreed at the public meeting held by the Parish Plan Committee in January 2010. They confirmed details were still being investigated and that ‘The Green’ in Harveys Close had not yet been handed over to the Parish Council.
· A request was made to display posters around the village regarding the problem of dog fouling. Maiden Newton Parish Council agreed that dog fouling was an increasing problem in the Parish and supported the display of posters. Chairman Mrs Falkingham reported that a new waste bin had been placed at the railway station and now that there is a bin at either end of the cycle track it is hoped that the incidence of dog fouling along the track will be reduced.

· 1/D/10/001117 The Old Chapel, 2A Chapel Lane – Retain new garage. Council informed permission granted 01/09/2010.
· 1/D/10/001184 + 1/D/10/001185 2 Station Road - Replace lean-to and new garden room. Replace windows, carry out alterations and replace roof of outbuilding. Council informed permission granted 13/09/2010.
· 1/D/10/000992 71-73 Dorchester Road – Refurbish and alterations to existing shop and residential units. Change of use to self-contained flat at first floor. Council informed permission granted 27/09/2010.

· 1/D/10/001539 8 Newton Road - This application was discussed and the corporate view of the Parish Council is that it objects to this application for the following reasons: 1) the proposed house is too large for the available site space 2) this house would further squeeze the residents at No.4 as it is another infill 3) there would be a problem of another driveway so near the bus stop and bus shelter and 4) there is already parking problems in this location and this development would increase the traffic problems.
· 1/D/10/001476 Maiden Newton Mill, 76 Dorchester Road – Entrance gates and timber fence. This application was discussed and the corporate view of the Parish Council is that the style of the gates is an improvement but there is no change in the position which does not provide enough space for large vehicles awaiting entrance. These block the footpath and partially block the A356, the extent depending on the type of vehicle. This is a ‘Highways’ and ‘Health and Safety’ matter as pedestrians, including parents and children attending Greenford School, the Maiden Newton Sure Start Centre and Maiden Newton Pre-School, are forced into the main road to pass the stationary vehicle (blockages most frequently occur during the morning ‘rush hour’ period – Greenford School starts at 08:25).

	Allotment Grazing:
· Cllr Charman informed Council he had contacted Symonds and Sampson to investigate current grazing rents. He reported rough grazing is £30-£40 an acre/per annum and good quality grazing is £100 an acre/per annum. Council agreed the rent for the sheep grazing (approx 4 acres) should be increased by 10% to £200 for the period 01/04/2011 to 31/03/2012. Council also agreed the rent for the pony grazing (approx 21/2 – 3 acres) should be increased to £600 for the whole area or if split into 2 £500 for each half.
· Council agreed to accept the quote of £815 + VAT, from S C Marsh Ltd, to clear vegetation from the grazing land. Details of work to be detailed in The Herald.
